3. Emission of machine.

Noise Level :
measure in a distance of 1 m to machine surface (idle run)
noise level :  Lwa= 78 ~ 81 dB(A).

4. Unpacking of machine.

Check the following on receipt of machine

- packing of damage

- completeness of contents according to despatch note

- check the accessories when unpacking

- write down the serial number of machine on the cover page of instruction.
- notify the freight forwarder and the ealer of any damage immediately.




8. Before Operation. :
A) Needle Assembly / Disassembly : ( See also Fig.01 & Fig.02)

a) Loosen the clamping nut ( 6001432 ) of needle bar (6001431 ) by using the special
wrench. '

b) Turn gear ( 6001401 ) so as to raise the needle to its hlghest position, and take off

the worn needle. - :

c) Put the new needle into the bottom of needle bar as far as possible. Be sure to keep
the needle scarf facmg toward the looper cover (3001206) during the installation of
new needle.

d) Turn and tnghten the clamping nut ( 6001432 ) of needle bar.

B) Threading : ( See also Fig. 03 & Fig. 03-1)

a) Threading procedure for N60OOA/N: Please refer Fig. 033

b) Threading procedure for N602A/NE02H : Please refer F ig. 03-1.

c) While thread is tensioned too much, the thread is easy to break and the sewing
surface is easy to wrinkle. While thread is not tensioned enough, the thread is
easy to break and continuity of sewing line is not easy to be kept. Therefore; it
is better to keep a suitable tension for the thread during threading.

d) Be sure to inspect the spring of thread passing ( 6001014 ). If worn, be sure to
change it before threading. In order to get a suitable tension of thread, please

adjust the screw (6001016) of thread passing , and the nut of manual adjuster
(6001015).

C) Oiling : ( See also Fig. 03 )

a) Be sure to fill the oil reservoir and cover the cap whenever you start your work.
b) In order to keep the best performance, the operator shall push the oiling button
to lubricate the parts of machine every 3 hours.

c) The operator shall check and keep the normal oiling situation from time to time
to prevent the damage due to the lack of lubrication.

9. Power Connection & Use of Motor.

a) Be sure to check the correct specification of power source according to the
specification marked on the name plate of motor.

b) The motor of this machine is designed for the intermittent use. Do not continuously
operate this machine for a long time. It will damage the performance of motor.

c¢) Frequently inspect the brush of motor. If worn, change a new brush.




10. Operation of machine. ( See also Fig. 04 & Fig. 04-1)
A) Machine Operation

a) The raise bar ( 6001446 ) shall be released before start operation to prevent the
damage of relative machine parts due to the impact of needle and needle bar,
b) Hold the handle ( 6001229 ) and push the trigger button ( 6001206 ) with index
finger to start machine. Machine will keep on running whenever the trigger button
is pushed, and machine stop as soon as the trigger button is released. ‘

B) Sewing Operation. ( See also Fig. 05 & Fig. 06 )

a) Straighten the parts of bag where is ready to be sewed before sewing.

b) Take an appropriate sewing distance from the top end of bag according to the
material of bag. In general the appropriate distance would be 100 mm for weaving
bag, 50 mm for paper and PE/PP bag, and 110 mm for the sisal bag or the bag of
similar material. : o

¢) Hold the bag and insert the bag into between the pressure foot ( 3001220A) and
needle plate ( 3001208 ). During sewing, please just keep the sewing line straight
and going foreward. Do not pull the bag backward and upward or downward.

d) After finishing sewing, please keep 30~40 mm thread distance and trim the thread
to prevent the loose of sewing due to the lack of sufficient thread length.

11. Adjustments & Replacement of Parts. Fig. 07

A). The replacement of Looper ( 6001615 ).

a ) Raise the raise bar (6001446 ) to the fixed position in order to raise.the height of
pressure foot ( 3064220A) 409/4¢/

b) Take off needle (6001433 )

c) Take off the cap of looper ( 6001020 )

d) Take off needle plate (6001815)

e) Turn the gear (6001401 ) to move the feed dog to its lowest position.

f) Take off screw ( 6001807 ) and washer, then take off the feed dog (6001808 ).

g) Loosen the screws ( 6001614, 6001616 ) of looper set, and take off worn looper

(6001615). '
h) Put the new looper to its deepest position, and keep a common plane with looper

set.
I') Tighten the screws ( 6001614 and 6001616 ) in order to fix the looper in position.

B) Adjustment / distance between the looper & the left side of needle. ( Fig. 07)

a) Turn the gear(6001401) to check whether the distance between the left stroke limit
of looper and needle is about 2.9 ~ 3.1 mm. ( see also Fig. 07 )
'b) If the distance is not correct, take off cover plate (6001020) and adjust the distance

in the suitable range (2.9 ~ 3.1 mm).




C) Adjustment / Side clearance between the looper & needle. ( Fig. 08 & Fig 09)

a) Turn the gear( 6001401) to the position of which the top end of looper just exceed
the side surface of needle and check whether the distance between the top end of
looper and needle is about 0.03 ~ 0.045 mm. ( see also Fig. 08)

b) Loosen the screw ( 6001430 ) of needle bar clamping ( 6001428)

c) Adjust to make the buttom of looper align with the top end of needle hole.

d) Tighten the screw ( 6001430 ) of needle bar clamping ( 6001428)

e) Check the clearance of the needle and looper to see whether they align or not. In
general the end point of looper shall near the needle trench as far as possible. If
not, loosen screws (6001614 & 6001616 ), and move down the looper set ( 6001
613 ) so as to make the looper near the needle trench as far as possible. Be sure
not to make them contact each other. The normal clearance is about 0.05 ~ 0.15 mm.
